Backed by charming animations produced by the creators of McDull, Music Director Emeritus Yip Wing-sie and the orchestra will take you on a journey through McDull’s favourite works in this fun-filled concert that is bound to fuel your imagination. 

To be held on 4-6 December at the Hong Kong City Hall Concert Hall, the programme of “McDull‧Pictures at a Concert” includes Mussorgsky’s well-loved Pictures at an Exhibition (orchestrated by Ravel), excerpts from Prokofiev’s Romeo and Juliet and Ravel’s Le Tombeau de Couperin, as well as other luminous works by Bach, Mahler, Stravinsky and Lutosławski. 

Hong Kong Sinfonietta has long been a pioneer in specially designed concerts for a wide range of audiences. Through its collaboration with the popular local cartoon character McDull in the “HKS McDull Music Project” series since 2006 – which resulted in many phenomenally received concerts such as “The Carnival of a Hong Kong Cafe”, “Olympic Fanfare”, “McDull．A Sentimental Little Christmas” and “McDull．me & my mum”, as well as McDull being named HKS Artist Associate in the 2019/2020 season – the orchestra has successfully brought classical music closer to the community and audiences of all ages from all walks of life.

HKS Artist Associate 2019-2020
Created by Brian Tse and Alice Mak, McDull is a thoroughbred Hong Kong cartoon character. Since The Story of McDull in 2001, the sometimes silly but always moving stories of this piggy have been turned into various feature-length animations characterised by their use classical music – sometimes complemented by lyrics in Cantonese which evolved into surprisingly singable melodies, the most memorable being the song The Best Pork Belly which takes its melody from Mozart’s Piano Sonata Rondo Alla Turca. These animations have received multiple awards at international film festivals including: “Grand Prix (Feature Film)” at Festival International du Film d’Animation d’Annecy, France; “Official Competition Grand Prize (Feature Film)” at Seoul International Cartoon and Animation Festival, South Korea; “Special Jury Prize – Best Feature Film” at Montreal International Children's Film Festival, Canada; “Best Feature Film” of the Hong Kong Film Critics Society; and three “Best Animation Feature” awards at the Golden Horse Award, Taiwan.

Since 2006, McDull has been joining hands with Hong Kong Sinfonietta to present “music projects” which come in the form of concerts with original animation. The Carnival of the Animals becomes The Carnival of a Hong Kong Cafe, Die Moldau becomes The Story of Water (with a difference); Mahler is juxtaposed with Rembrandt while Wagner accompanies the exciting underground journey of Excreman… The thinking behind these concerts is the hope that, our audience, especially our younger generation, can be free from mundane daily constraints and be as jolly as McDull and his friends. We believe that the power of classical music can open up everyone’s imaginary world.
